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There was a full house at the April meeting with one vacant chair only.  Larry Toth and Wayne Fox of MCN Power Company gave a facinating presentation of the highlights of the bidding processess and construction management of the new Midfield Terminal Energy Center. Some of the more notable statements were:

· Originally 60 competitors submitted

· Wayne County owns the facility while MCN Energy group will operate plant for 30 years

· Wayne County prepurchased the major equipment

· Johnson Controls was awarded the controls portion of the contract

· Performance Agreement was basis for award

· 50/50 venture between MCN and DTE Energy Services

· Plant supplies up to 40% of electricity, hot water, and chilled water for the Metro airport 74 gate, 1.6 million sqft expansion

· Total of $1.5~$2 billion project with $30 million for MCN's contract

· October 1, 2000 operating start date is on schedule

· 350F Hot water produced, offering 73.5 MMBtuh with 136 MMBtuh additional as backup

· Chilled water capacity of 9200 tons

· Electricity capacity is 50 MW with an additional 17 MW reserve; 20 MW is projected average use

· Exhaust heat is recovered to preheat hot water

· Turbines were not used because of the low volume of waste heat recovery and the fact that HW instead of steam was being produced

New Technology Updates ………………

· The world of "rechargeable electronics" (such as cell phones and laptops) is driving the development of "pocket-sized" fuel cells.  H-Power Corp. in New Jersey is the first company to develop a prototype that provides 35 watts for small electronic devices.  The company is also looking at direct-methanol fuel cells.

· The Fraunhofer Institute in Germany has also been working on a fuel cell-powered laptop, using a banded-structure membrane cell and separate hydride unit for storing hydrogen.  At a recent exhibition, Fraunhofer ran a laptop computer for over 10 hours, at an output of 10 to 20 watts.  The cell was approximately the size of a portable CD player.  Their next project is fuel cells shaped to fit into cell phones.

· An update on last September's technology news regarding Capstone's and AlliedSignal's Micro Turbine Generators ……. smaller 45KW and 80KW gas micro-turbines are now available in either recuperated (at 30% efficiency)  or non-recuperated (at 14% efficiency) models.  The multiple fueled turbines burn natural gas, diesel, ethanol, or propane.  Compared to traditional reciprocating gen-sets, micro-turbines are about 25% of the weight and size and have a longer life cycle due to only one moving part which rides on air bearings.

· Chernobyl will close after talks with the West are concluded.

· FERC approved the $1.5 billion Buccaneer Gas Pipeline that will deliver 900 million cubic feet of natural gas a day to the Florida market.

· Iraq uses helicopter engines to produce electriccty to ease power cuts because of the decade-old embargo.
