· As energy costs rise, some competitors are dumping New Jersey customers.

· After seeing utilities pay as high as $7,500 per MWh last summer, the governing committee of the New York Independent System Operator (NY-ISO) voted to cap bids for energy and ancillary services @ $1,000/MWh for the summer months.

· Single bidder in New England states sent electric prices to $6,000/MWh.

· Power Plant production for summer peak loads is expected to plummet based upon concerns that Federal government will cap electricity prices during periods of high-energy use.

· Energy Secretary Bill Richardson told Texas energy executives that sevice disruptions are looming in near future.  The nation as a whole doesn't have enough summer capacity.  This was again restated by the Energy Information Administration.

· New Yorkers have 28 days to lock in savings offered by ComEd, before rates jump 33% this summer.

· Vanalco Inc. to temporarily lay off 450 employees and shut down operations at 4 of 5 facilities this summer, due to rising electric pricing.

· Gas futures for July stood at $4.160/MMBtu, 11.7 cents higher than the previous Friday and 94.3 cents above last month's contract value.

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The Western Michigan Chapter AEE meeting held June 7th was well worth the trip!  There were 26 attendees, five of which were guest.  The presentation by Paul Koops on his visit to their sister chapter in Czestochowa, Poland was very interesting, as were the presentations by MichCon and DTE.  But the real surprise was the presentation by their Deregulation Chairperson, Robert Kelber.  Bob did an outstanding job of researching the changes in the recently passed June 5th law and in presenting the information to the group.  Here is a brief summary from Bob's handout as follows:

· The Public Service Commission now has broader  powers over licensing alternative electric suppliers 

· The new law allows for the securitization of stranded investments

· The rates for small commercial/industrial customers with demands less than 15 KW are (after December 31, 2003) capped until the earlier of December 31, 2013 or until the market test is met and the transmission test is met

· Co-ops are generally not required to provide choice to their customers before January 1, 2005

· Aggregation of certain customer loads is permissible

· "Self Service Power" recipient and parties engaged in "affiliated wheeling" are exempt from payments of transition and implementation charges under specific technical definitions.

· The effect on the environment and mercury in the atmosphere will be monitored and be part of the qualification and licensing of Merchant plants and markets

· Law includes residential shut-off provisions for marketers

· There will exist a potential for energy efficiency funds

· There is a code of conduct for utilities and for marketers

· The transmission system must be updated to accommodate additional capacity for access to the Michigan deregulated electric market.
