· Hot Memory Technology ……. Motorola Labs in conjunction with DigitalDNA Laboratories, have demonstrated a revolutionary memory chip.  This "universal memory" allows the integration of multiple memory options within one chip, enabling faster, lower power, less expensive solutions for next-generation wireless products, organizers, consumer electronics, energy related electronics, automotive electronics, and personal computers.  It is a true 3-volt nonvolatile Magnetorresistive Random Access Memory (MRAM) with an address access time of less than 15 nanoseconds and several billion read/write cycles for unlimited endurance.

· After Californians recently paid $850~ million for a five day period (three times as much as was paid during the costliest week in 1999), the board of governors of the California Independent System Operators (which manages the state's transmission grid and administers a pricing cap) voted to lower the price cap from $750/MWh to $500/MWh.  Initially the board failed to agree on lowering the price cap to $250/MWh, but after weeks of debate, they agreed to the $500 cap. · Flywheel Energy Storage System …. The Power Quality Group recently installed a flywheel energy storage system (made by Active Power, a market leader in kinetic energy storage systems) at Enron's Ardmore Data Center, where all of Enron's data is stored in the event of a catastrophic power failure.  The flywheel energy storage system (which is basically a huge weighted metal disk that spins very, very fast and floats in a vacuum with low fiction bearings, generating electricity) will provide backup power to the facility's computer system power supply.

· French regulations require three times as much ventilation, twice as much soundproofing, and half as much energy consumption as American levels.  By law, each workstation in France needs access to natural lighting.  Most European building rules require all workers to have access to a window.  Windows open in most European skyscrapers with air conditioning being controlled room by room.  Air circulates three times as frequently as in the U.S.  Constructions costs in Europe costs an average 50% more per square foot than in the U.S.
