· Federal Trade Commission is looking into the lack of savings from deregulation in key states such as California, noting a stage one emergency being issued four times by the California Independent System Operators.  The Energy Department has stressed the need for competition in the Utility Industry to lower pricing while increasing reliability. See Public Power Weekly for additional news.  
· Entergy and FPL Group have agreed to a $27 Billion merger of equals, creating the nation's largest power company.  This merger will serve 6.3 million customers and have the generating capacity of 48,000 megawatts.
· Unicom, holding company of Com Edison (IL),  has acquired Cleveland-based Reliance Mechanical Corporation.
· AES Corp buys the parent of bankrupt Georgia natural gas marketer.
· Utilicorp and United Energy submit a $189 million winning bid for Western Autralia's Alintagas, which is 45% state owned.  
· CMS Energy announced commercial operation of the first two generating units at Altaweelah AZ Power-desalination plant in Abu Dhabi.
· The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) awarded Honeywell Power Systems nearly $10 million for advanced Microturbine research and development of a large-scale, advanced microturbine design for on-site power generation.

· DTE Energy Technologies (an unregulated subsidiary of DTE Energy Co.) has signed a distribution agreement for standby electric generators made by the Kohler Company.

· Enbridge Inc. and fuel cell developer  Global Thermoelectric Inc., agreed to jointly develop a natural gas fueled, fuel cell that could be used to supply electricity and heating to individual homes.

· Energetics Inc. was recently awarded contract to provide management support services for the office of Industrial Technologies within the DOE.

· The Citizens Utility Board (IL) is asking State regulators to reject Commonwealth Edison's plan to overcharge consumers by $726 million over the next 6 years for the future decommissioning of its nuclear power plants.

· Bacteria Closing More Beaches.   There were 6,160 beach closings and advisories nationwide in 1999, with 70% due to bacteria associated with sewage or polluted runoff.  Aticle noted that many states still don't follow federal guidelines or monitor at all.  The good news is that industries have changed practices so that our waters are generally cleaner than 25 years ago but 40%~ of U.S. waters are still too polluted for uses such as swimming or fishing. · Per a recent Fortune magazine article, the High-Tech power demand has electricity supply at limits.  New "Carrier" hotels are now the single-largest source of new demand for electricity.  These end users are comprised of computer processing, telecom, information storage and internet-oriented companies -- all accounting for 12 to 14 percent of the country's power consumption.  A single data center, for instance, uses as much electricity as a 40-story office building noting that this consumption exceeds the steel and paper industries combined.  This spells trouble for states where there has not been any significant power plants built in the last 12 to 15 years, back when the internet was still a concept. · The California Independent System Operators gives in and lowers the MWh price cap to $250, noting that neighboring states are at the $800/MWh cap.

· Is your Electricity leaking?  When a consumer electronic product is turned off, "electricity leakage" takes place.  Even switched off, electronic and certain other household appliances require a small amount of electricity to operate features such as channel memory, remote control, and lighting displays.  This usage pool is equivalent to the annual output of six U.S. power plants, costing Americans approximately $1 billion each year in energy bills.  By choosing Energy Star labeled electronics and appliances, the average household which spends $1300 annually on energy bills, can save as much as 30 percent while reducing carbon dioxide emissions by 110 pounds annually. 

· CMS Oil & Gas Company announced two significant  discoveries in its Hanger 7401H exploratory well in Upton County, TX, and at the Lela "A" #2 exploratory well.

· PlugPower (a manufacturer of fuel cells) cut residential fuel cell production this year and is delaying the introduction of a new commercial unit.

· According to a recent article, California's power crisis could become a national problem.  Last summer, electrical shortages or overtaxed systems forced blackouts in New York, Illinois, Michigan, Delaware, and Arkansas.  The primary stated reason was the power industry's inability to keep pace with demand, spurred largely by the growth of the high-tech economy.

· Canfield Lofts in downtown Detroit used Geothermal heat pumps in the conversion of a 1921 Buick Motor. Co. repair and sales facility, to a 35-unit condominium development.  The GeoExchange system relies on  42, 200 ft. boreholes drilled in an area that has since become a parking lot.

· Driving at 65 instead of 70, you'll be paying yourself $5/hour while owners of larger light  trucks can save as much as $10/hour.

· Passive Solar Peepshow can be seen at http://www.thermotechwindows.com/   The web site includes real-time monitoring of a passive solar cottage.  The unoccupied dwelling has been equipped with instrumentation to show how solar energy can contribute heat to a building.
