· The tight electricity supplies and high prices in California have spelled bad news for renewable energy suppliers in the California market  The bad news is that sales of green power (electricity from renewable energy sources) have essentially come to a halt, as nearly all green power suppliers have dropped out of the market.  This is due to pricing uncertainties and credit difficulties.  

It has been noted that the restructuring of markets in other states has created a viable market for green

         power.

· A study by the California Energy Commission (CEC) found that white metal and cement tile roofs reflect 66% to 77% of the sun's energy.  This represents a cooling costs savings of 23% annually.

· The Kmart Corporation will use a $2 million CEC grant to retrofit inefficient lighting in 85 of its older stores in California.  The energy savings will be enough to provide power to 11,500 residences.

· The CEC is awarding $10 million to 44 public agencies to switch their traffic lights to energy-efficient LED technology.

· The expiration of tax credits has cut commercial wind power growth to 53 MW, down from a 1999 high of 732 MW.  The renewal of the tax credit is expected to help grow wind power generation to 2,000 MW in 2001.

· The Bonneville Power Administration (Portland, Ore.) announced their intentions to install upwards of 1,000 megawatts of wind power, enough to supply 150,000 households.  With a short construction time of 24 months and low environmental impacts this plant appears very attractive. · Eat cheese to help produce energy for California!  Golden Cheese (a California-based cheese producer) has revived its process to produce 5 million gallons annually of ethanol from cheese whey residue.  The growing California ethanol market, has been a development resulting from the phase-out of MTBE fuel additive.

· New power generation facility in California produces liquid fuel (called BioOil) from wood waste.  This fuel is used in gas turbines, diesel engines, and boilers.  BioOil burns clean with low sulfur dioxide and nitrous oxide emissions.  

· A recent study regarding the financial effect of increasing the use of ethanol over the next 15 years, states that by quadrupling the use would save U.S. consumers $57.5 billion, add $685 billion to the U.S. gross domestic product, increase the total income of U.S. households by $186 billion, and create more than 156,000 new jobs. 

· The Arizona Corporate Commission which regulates utilities in Arizona, has adopted a new rule requiring regulated utilities to generate a minimum of 0.2% of their total retail energy sales from renewable sources in 2001.  Percentages will increase each year.  See press release at http://www.cc.state.az.us/news/pr02-01-01.htm
· The total number of alternate fuel vehicles is expected to exceed 456,000 this year displacing the equivalent of 366,000 gallons of gasoline.  Ethanol blended with diesel fuel will also decrease particulate matter emissions up to 40%.  Read more data at http://www.ethanolrfa.org/press.html
